Some have expressed concern about the
creative license with dialogue and story that
The Chosen sometimes displays. Why is it
important to be able to distinguish between
what is in the scriptural narrative and what is
not?

Phillip and Andrew are hit hard by the news
of John the Baptist’s arrest. Jesus also is
emotional over it. Mary is missing. The food
supply is short. Things seem bad. How do
we respond when things seem to be falling
apart around us? Why were the disciples
shocked by Jesus' decision to “pray” about
things? Why is it hard for us to see prayer as
a first step toward dealing with life’s issues?

. The episode began with a flashback to
David. It ends with the disciples eating
grain. What was Jesus teaching about the
Sabbath and our relationship to it?
