Join us for a 12-week study of St. Paul's letter to the Galatians. This letter has been called the “Magna Carta of
Christian liberty,” for it maintains that only through the grace of God received through faith in Jesus Christ can
a person escape the curse of sin and of the law and live a new life, not in bondage or license, but in a genuine
freedom of mind and spirit through the power of God. Galatians was a favorite epistle of reformer Martin
Luther who called it his “Katie” (Luther's wife!).
