Opening Question
· When you think about the amount of misinformation or deception in our world today, what examples come to mind? How does that impact your ability to trust truth claims?

1. Divine Witness (vv. 30–32, 37–38)
· Why is the Father the most credible witness Jesus could call? What does this teach us about the nature of truth?
· Sunday’s sermon emphasized that “truth doesn’t reside in us but in God.” How does believing in objective truth challenge the cultural message to “live your truth”?
· What does it practically look like to trust God’s Word over our own understanding, especially in morally confusing or emotionally difficult moments?

2. Human Witness – (vv. 33–35)
· Why would Jesus bother to bring up John the Baptist's testimony if God’s testimony is already sufficient?
· The religious leaders “rejoiced for a while” in John’s light but didn’t believe his message. What does it look like today to enjoy spiritual light but not respond to it?
· In what ways can you be a “lamp” for others, pointing them toward the true Light?

3. Works Witness – (v. 36)
· What do Jesus’ works (healing, calming storms, casting out demons) reveal about who He is? Which of Jesus’ works in the Gospels most strengthens your confidence in His identity? Why?
· Jesus assumes that His works provide evidence for belief. How would you explain this to someone who thinks faith is “blind”? Why do you think people today still reject the evidence for Jesus?
