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The New Year tends to stir up the desire to do something different, to be better
in some way than we were at the end of the year past. But there’s nothing
magical about the turn of the calendar from one year to the next. Difference
starts with decision and results are the fruit of dedication. And this isn’t some-
thing we do yearly. It’s a daily decision.

Followers of Jesus are called to put off the old self corrupted by deceitful
desires and “to be renewed in the spirit of your minds, and to put on the new
self, created after the likeness of God in true righteousness and holiness” (Eph
4:22-24 ESV). The new self is the gift of God in Christ, but we must decide
daily to live in the newness of life that is ours in Christ.

Jesus made it clear that discipleship is a daily decision to take up our cross to
follow him (Luke 9:23). The good news is when we decide to “work out [our]
salvation with fear and trembling” in this way, that we can be assured that it is
“God who works in [us], both to will and to work for his good pleasure” (Philp
2:12-13). May your New Year be blessed daily with the power of God working
in you!
