Ash Wednesday, on February 14th 

this year, marks the beginning of 

Lent. Lent is a 40-day season of 

reflection, prayer, and fasting 

leading into the Easter season. It’s 

modeled on Jesus’ own period of 

fasting for 40 days in the wilder-

ness (Matt 4 & Luke 4). The 40 

days of fasting don’t include the 

Sundays during Lent, by the way.  

Nonetheless, some think of Lent 

as a time to merely give up some-

thing. But if practiced in the right spirit and attitude, it can be a season 

of accelerated spiritual breakthrough and growth. Fasting is a means of 

grace that God has given us that can help us gain self-control in areas 

where we may lack it and to empower us to gain victory over all    

manner of temptations that may come.  Self-control is a fruit of the 

Spirit and the fruit of the Spirit come as we “have crucified the flesh 

with its passions and desires” (Gal. 5:22-24). Fasting focuses on dying to 

sinful desires and rising to righteousness in Christ.  

Combined with thoughtful self-examination and prayer, fasting can   

become a means of accelerated growth in the Lord and the power of his 

might. And like Jesus in the wilderness, prepare us to gain victory over 

the temptations of the devil. I have experienced this personally and have 

witnessed it in others as well. If there is something spiritually, mentally, 

or spiritually unhealthy that has a grip on you, take it to the Lord and 

fast and pray during Lent and trust God to give you victory in the 

strength Jesus provides through the power of his Spirit!
