How to Read the                      
Signs on the Sign? 

The Cold Springs Church Sign by the 
road says a lot without words. The 
symbol in the middle of the sign—the 
three interlocking rings and the 
cross—represent the Holy Trinity, 
God the Father, God the Son, and 
God the Holy Spirit, one God in three        
persons. The cross in the center of 
the rings reminds us that the way to 
fellowship and friendship with God is through faith in Jesus and the 
salvation he secured through his sacrificial death, resurrection and 
ascension. This is the symbol chosen by the Global Methodist 
Church to signify this renewed Methodist movement.   

We decided to add a couple of other symbols to our local church 
sign to signify what our church aspires to be as a local church—the 
Holy Bible and the Holy Spirit dove. Cold Springs aspires to be a 
Scripture-centered and Spirit-filled church as every church should. 
We need the written word of God, the Bible, and the power of the 
Holy-Spirit to lead us and to help us lead others into harmonious 
fellowship and friendship with the Triune God through faith in Jesus. 
In this relationship we participate and share in the eternal love of 
the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. We believe the Bible is an infalli-
ble, reliable and trustworthy and true guide into this relationship.  

May the sign always remind us that we aspire to be a word-
centered, Spirit-filled church being led and leading others into a  
living loving relationship with the Triune God through faith in Jesus 
Christ.
