We had so much fun learning about Moses and
the twelve spies. When the spies returned from
the land they went to check out, they brought
back fruit to show the land was good. But ten of
the spies were scared and warned Moses that
the people in the Promised Land were strong.
The Israelites were frightened. The other two
spies, Joshua and Caleb, told the Israelites not
to be afraid because God was with them.
