Bible Story: The Disciples Follow Jesus   John 1:35–51, Luke 5:1-11

Big Idea: Jesus is God’s Son

Focus: Jesus is God’s Son and He invites us to follow Him.

Memory Verse:  “But these are written so that you may believe that Jesus is 
the Messiah, the Son of God. If you believe this, you will have life because you 
belong to him.”  John 20:31 (NirV)

Bible Story Summary: 
Read and meditate on John 1:35–51, Luke 5:1-11, John 8:12; 1 Peter 2:21; 1 John 1:3; 
Psalm 71:15
John the Baptist identified Jesus as the Lamb of God. Two of his followers, including 
Andrew, followed Jesus. Andrew then told his brother, Simon (whom Jesus renamed 
Peter), about the Messiah. Jesus miraculously caused Peter and Andrew to catch a huge 
number of fish.  They knew at this point that Jesus was the Messiah, and they left 
everything to follow Him, along with their friends James and John.

He Question:  Why is Jesus worthy of being followed? 
Jesus is the Son of God and the perfect example of how God wants us to live. He loves us 
more than anyone else can and showed that by paying the price for our sin.

We Question: What does it mean to follow Jesus? 
We follow Jesus by trusting in Him as our Savior, seeking to know Him more and more and 
following His example in how we live our lives.  

Me Question: How is God inviting me to respond?
Kids will be given the opportunity to reflect on the truth they learned about God and 
respond accordingly.
