Tell your child you are going to make a face and see 
if they can guess what emotion it is.  (surprise, 
happy, sad, frustrated, etc) Have your child take a 
turn making a face and you guess what the emotion 
is.

Bible Story: Jesus' Baptism and Temptation   Matthew 3:13–17, 4:1–17; John 1:29–34

Big Idea: Jesus is God’s Son

Focus: Jesus is God’s Son and He understands what we are going through

Memory Verse:      “But these are written so that you may believe that Jesus is the 
Messiah, the Son of God.  If you believe this, you will have life because you belong to 
Him.”  John 20:31 (NIrV)

Bible Story Summary:
Read and meditate on Matthew 3:13–17, 4:1–17; John 1:29–34, Galatians 2:20; 1 John 
5:11–12; Hebrews 2:17–18

John the Baptist was sent to prepare the way for the Messiah. When Jesus asked to be 
baptized by him, John hesitated, but Jesus explained it was part of God’s plan. After 
Jesus’ baptism, the Spirit of God descended on Him, and a voice from heaven declared 
Him as God’s beloved Son. John later identified Jesus as the Lamb of God, the One who 
would take away the sin of the world. Jesus then resisted temptation in the wilderness 
before starting His ministry. 

He Question: How is Jesus different than other people? 
Jesus is the Son of God. He is holy, perfectly good and never sinned. 
We Question: How is Jesus like us?
Because Jesus came to Earth as a man, He experienced the same things we do. We 
can trust that He understands us and what we go through.
Me Question: How is God inviting me to respond?
Kids will be given the opportunity to reflect on the truth they learned about God and 
respond accordingly.
