15 MINUTE DAILY

Monday

READ: Matthew 1:3-6

REFLECT: Genealogies are often used to impress others. If Matthew was making

up Jesus' genealogy, he probably would have used more impressive names. However,
Jesus has a real family tree that is full of broken people, including David and Bathsheba.
Yet, God uses this genealogy of brokenness to bring restoration to mankind.

RESPOND: How can God bring restoration through your own family's brokenness?
Ask God how you can play a redemptive role in bringing restoration to your family.

Tuesday

READ: 2 Samuel 11-12

REFLECT: Bathsheba's story reveals how darkness is all around us. David's part of the
story highlights how this darkness also lives in us. Both David and Bathsheba lived in
shame, but God still brought redemption and light. He does the same in our lives today.
He can still shine light on our darkness so we can step out and move toward him.

RESPOND: Ask God to reveal any darkness in and around you. How can you ensure
you respond to the sins of others (or your own sins) in a biblical and healthy way?

Wednesday

READ: 1Kings 15:5

REFLECT: Even though David committed grave sins, God did not look at his entire life
through this one brief chapter. God viewed David as a man after his heart (Acts 13:22)
and one who was continuously faithful. God views us through the lens of his perfect Son,
Jesus. Regardless of our imperfections, he still views us as faithful.

RESPOND: Knowing this, how can you respond to the way God views you? Write down
several ways you can respond in gratitude to God's love for you.

Thursday

READ: Isaiah 9:2, 6-7

REFLECT: Isaiah revealed the reality that darkness had permeated God's people and

the world. But, in this darkness, Isaiah prophesied of the great Light (Jesus) that is going
to come into the world. This is a message of hope! Our reason for celebrating this season
is the birth of Christ who comes to bring light to our darkness.

RESPOND: What are some practical ways you can celebrate the light Jesus brings this
Advent season?

Friday

READ: Ephesians 2:8

REFLECT: Jesus' light is expressed through his grace. His light not only exposes
the darkness but removes it. Therefore, we can receive the gift of his light and
reflect it to others so they will want it as well.

RESPOND: How can you share the gift of Jesus this weekend? Ask God to reveal
someone you can bring his light to.
