
Monday
READ: Psalm 119:105
REFLECT: The miracle of the gospel is that God sent his only Son to make him known  
to his created beings. The miracle of Scripture is that he gave his written Word to 
continue to make himself known to his created beings. The Light of the World is with  
you and leading you. He is with you and providing. He is with you and lighting the way.
RESPOND: Where do you need God to be a lamp to your feet? Ask him specifically  
to guide you in this area.

Tuesday
READ: Ephesians 2:10
REFLECT: As a child of God, your identity in him is far more important than anything 
you do. When you put your actions before your identity, you are building on a faulty 
foundation. The only unchanging and immovable part of you is that you are God’s.
RESPOND: What roles in your life can become your identity? What can you do this  
week to remind yourself of your identity in Christ?

Wednesday
READ: Romans 5:1-5
REFLECT: We all want character. We all want to endure hardship with deep-seated trust 
in God. We want a nature that is built on integrity, faithfulness, and righteousness. We 
want the long-lasting, deeply rooted fruit that comes from suffering. However, the thing 
we want to avoid is often the thing God uses to produce fruit in our lives.
RESPOND: What hardship are you enduring or have you endured? How has God used 
that to produce good fruit in your life?

Thursday
READ: Romans 12:2
REFLECT: Here’s the reality about making something new. As soon as something is made 
new, it immediately becomes old again. The process of renewing your mind is perpetual. 
It’s a day-in, day-out practice that takes faith and faithfulness. Therefore, lift your eyes. 
When you renew your mind and set it on him, you are transformed.
RESPOND: Do you have unwanted thoughts on repeat? Take some time to pray  
and ask God to renew your mind in specific areas of your life. 

Friday
READ: Romans 15:13
REFLECT: When anger and anxiety empty us, we need something greater to fill us.  
The power of the Holy Spirit is a supernatural power that fills to overflowing. The key  
to an overflowing, Spirit-filled life of love, hope, and peace is simple: trusting that he  
can, believing that he will, and watching him deliver.
RESPOND: Where are you struggling to believe in God? Where do you need him  
to restore your hope in him?
