WHO IS PETER?

e Peter’s given name was Simon Son of John (Simon bar Jonah).
e Jesus gave Simon the name Peter (Aramaic “Cephas) meaning “ ”?
e Peter was a fisherman on the Sea of Galilee.

e Peter is always first when the Bible lists Jesus’ disciples.

e Peter denied knowing Jesus the night before Jesus was crucified.

e Peter became a leader in the early church and was the first to share the Good News of Jesus
with non-Jews (Gentiles).

e Peter wrote two books of the New Testament (1 & 2 Peter), and the Gospel of is
believed to be Peter’s account of the life of Jesus.

e Peter was for his faith around 65 AD in Rome
under the great persecution of Christians by Emperor Nero.

Jesus Calls Peter to Follow Him
Matthew 4:18-20

One day as Jesus was walking along the shore of the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers — Simon, also called
Peter, and Andrew — throwing a net into the water, for they fished for a living. Jesus called out to them, “Come,
follow me, and I will show you how to fish for people!” And they left their nets at once and followed him.
