We are now in need of two dependable
replacements which will allow staff and
students to travel safely for daily
needs.




When Dr. Suresh learned a farm
laborer’s child needed better nutrition,
he knew they were the perfect
recipients for last year’s Christmas
chickens—ten hens and two roosters.
The family now has fresh food, greater
stability, and renewed hope for the
future.

Today,
its assembled PCs and software are
outdated, no longer meeting government
testing requirements. A full upgrade will
cost $10,000.
