Advent is the season when we remember that God’s love did not remain an idea or a feeling — it was revealed. God showed us love by sending Jesus into the world, not after everything was fixed, but while the world was still broken. Love came down, stepped into our mess, and made a home among us.
This Advent love reminds us that God’s heart is not distant from our pain. Jesus was born into uncertainty, poverty, and danger, yet God chose that moment to say, “I am with you.” That means wherever you are this season — hopeful or hurting, joyful or weary — God’s love has already found you.
Advent also teaches us that God’s love gives life. When fear drains us and disappointment weighs heavy, the love of God restores us from the inside out. Christ did not come merely to visit us, but so that we might truly live.
As we wait for Christmas, Advent invites us to slow down and receive this revealed love anew. Let it shape how you see yourself and soften how you treat others. The love that came to us in Jesus is the same love God wants to flow through us today.
