Your presence
here is a testament to the power of community, and it reminds us of the strength we find in
one another, especially during challenging times.

Our beloved community of Pasadena/Altadena has faced unimaginable trials. The Eaton
Canyon Wildfires that swept through our land did not just destroy homes; they tested our
spirit and challenged our resolve. Yet, as we stand together, we are reminded of the profound
promise found in Isaiah 61:3: “fo bestow upon them a crown of beauty instead of ashes,
the oil of joy instead of mourning, and a garment of praise instead of a spirit of despair.”

The central theme of our church’s vision for this season is “Rising from the Ashes.”

The phrase "rising from the ashes" symbolizes rebirth, renewal, and triumph over adversity,
often associated with the mythical phoenix, a bird that is consumed by fire only to be reborn
from its own ashes.

We are a people of hope, and in the face of adversity, we believe in the possibility of rising
from the ashes.
