Jesus singled them out as models for entering 
the kingdom because of their humble faith, saying “Of such is the kingdom of God!”
	 We have included some instructional helps [in italics] in the liturgy. If you’d like to 
learn more about why we worship the way we do, we would be glad to talk. If this is one 
of your first visits to Christ the King, we are grateful that you joined us today and would 
like to get to know you better.
