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Scripture:
 “Give thanks in all circumstances; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.” — 1

Thessalonians 5:18 (NIV)

As Thanksgiving approaches, I find myself reflecting on the power of gratitude. It’s easy
to give thanks when life is going smoothly—when the table is full, the family is near, and
blessings seem to overflow. But the Apostle Paul’s words remind us that gratitude isn’t

Their gratitude
was not rooted in abundance but in faith. We can learn from their example: when we give
thanks, we make room in our hearts for joy, peace, and renewed trust in God’s goodness.
As the leaves continue to fall and the days grow shorter, let’s take time to gather—around
our tables, in our churches, and in our hearts—and remember that every good gift comes

from our Heavenly Father (James 1:17). Whether our blessings are many or few, God’s
love remains constant and unchanging.

So this Thanksgiving season, I encourage you to take a quiet moment to count your
blessings, to say a prayer of thanks, and to share that gratitude with someone else. A

thankful heart has a way of multiplying joy—not just for us, but for everyone around us.
May your Thanksgiving be filled with peace, love, and the assurance that God is with you

in every season.
