Behold our God

Beholding the Glory of God

The glory of God is the beauty of His Spirit. It is not an aes-
thetic beauty or a material beauty, but the beauty that
shines from His character, from all that He is. The glory of
the flesh fades (1 Peter 1:24). But the glory of God, which is
manifested in all His attributes together, never passes away.
His Glory is eternal.

“Enter into the rock, and hide in the dust, From
the terror of the Lord And the glory of His majes-
ty. The lofty looks of man shall be humbled, the
haughtiness of men shall be bowed down, And
the Lord alone shall be exalted in that

day” (Isaiah 2:10-11).

We are instructed to give God glory. What does that mean?
We are to give glory to God who is Glory.

That is the major point of the lesson for today. How do we
give God glory or glorify Him?

Since “the heavens declare the glory of God,” how can we
join that wonderful chorus (Psalms 19:1)? How can we en-
sure that everything we do or say brings glory to God (I Cor
10:31)? How do we live in such a way that people “glorify
God who is in heaven” when they observe us letting our
light shine (Matthew 5:16)?

Moses wanted to see the Glory of God, but he was prevented
from seeing God’s Glory (Ex. 33:22). Let’s help everyone
glorify God by living in the light of His Glory, and let’s not
prevent anyone from glorifying God because they don’t see
the light in us.
