


DAY 20PRAYER OF JABEZ

BLESSING &
INFLUENCE
GOD’S FAVOR AND PURPOSE

PRAYER

Jabez cried out to the God of Israel, “Oh, that
you would bless me and enlarge my territory!
Let your hand be with me, and keep me from
harm so that I will be free from pain.” And
God granted his request.

Jabez begins his prayer by asking God for His blessing.
God delights in blessing His children, but often waits for
us to come with the right heart. When He blesses us, our
lives overflow with abundance in every area—not so we
can keep it to ourselves, but so we can bless others.

1  CHRONICLES 4: 10  

As God’s blessings increase in our lives, we can also ask
Him for greater influence. Jabez prayed, “Enlarge my
territory…” trusting God to open new doors and expand
his reach. In the same way, when we seek God’s
blessing, we should also ask Him to enlarge our capacity
to impact the world around us for His glory.

Pray today for both God’s blessing and His influence in your
life. Ask Him not only to meet your needs, but to give you
more than enough so you can pour into others and walk

boldly into the opportunities He places before you.

DAY 21PRAYER OF JABEZ

As we ask for blessing and influence, we must also ask
for God’s presence, just as Jabez did. Without His
presence, we risk operating out of our own strength
instead of relying on His Spirit. Jabez prayed, “Let Your
hand be with me…” (1 Chronicles 4:10), showing us the
importance of living under God’s anointing and
guidance.
