 As many of you know, I am a strong advocate for prayer.  I believe that it is 

one of the most powerful things that a Christan can do.  In light of this and aware 

of some issues in the school system, I have been praying for our school board, 

teachers, administrators, and students.  I have also reached out to other pastors and 

congregations to meet together in prayer which has led to Pastor Deb Domeier and 

I planning a meeting for this coming Wednesday, September 3 at 7:00pm in front of 

the PBL High School.   

With the school shooting at Annunciation Catholic School in Minneapolis this 

week, I feel even more strongly about the need to be praying, but I have also heard 

questions about the value of prayer.  After all the students were attending Mass 

when the shooting started and were praying during the incident as they hid under 

the pews.  And yet two students were killed and 18 others were wounded.  For 

many believers and even more non-believers this raises questions about why we 

pray and whether it really has any impact.   

In truth, we cannot quantify or qualify the impact of prayer in most             

situations, because we have nothing to compare it to.  We have to act out of faith 

and trust that God is working.  We do not know what would have happened if the 

students and others had not been praying.  Likely, I think that there would have 

been more deaths and more wounded.  And if people are praying for these kids, 

their families and all those who were affected by the shooting, then in time the 

power and grace of God will be revealed.   

This brings me back to praying for our school.  I want to encourage you to 

join pastor Deb and I and hopefully others to pray for our schools this coming 

Wednesday, September 3 at 7:00pm.  Prayer does work and prayer makes a    

difference!  I hope to see you there!
