THE SEASON OF ORDINARY TIME

The season between Pentecost Sunday and Advent is known as Ordinary Time. This term comes from the
word "ordinal," which means "counted" or "ordered" and is a period where we, as a church and individuals,
settle into the rhythms of discipleship - worship and witness, service of neighbor and care for self, fruitful

labor and refreshing rest.

THE COLOR OF ORDINARY TIME

The color for this season is traditionally green, symbolizing growth. Even as the early church grew in their
depth of devotion and breadth of outreach after the Spirit's outpouring at Pentecost, the Church today
presses toward greater spiritual maturity through her worship and mission during this period. Ordinary
Time is anything but mundane or static for a Christian - it is a season of personal renewal and missional
movement, a time of growth in prayer and in service, in learning and in teaching.
