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FIRST LESSON
from the first three chapters of Genesis

In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. The earth was without form and 
void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering over 
the face of the waters. And God said,  “Let there be light,” and there was light... The LORD 
God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to work it and keep it. And the LORD 
God commanded the man, saying,  “You may surely eat of every tree of the garden, but of 
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it 
you shall surely die.”

And they heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and 
the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God among the trees 
of the garden. But the LORD God called to the man and said to him, "Where are you?" And 
he said, "I heard the sound of you in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked, 
and I hid myself." 

He said, "Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten of the tree of which I 
commanded you not to eat?" The man said, "The woman whom you gave to be with me, she 
gave me fruit of the tree, and I ate."

When they came to the place of which God had told him, Abraham built the altar there and laid 
the wood in order and bound Isaac his son and laid him on the altar, on top of the wood. 10 
Then Abraham reached out his hand and took the knife to slaughter his son. 11 But the angel 
of the LORD called to him from heaven and said, “Abraham, Abraham!”

In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a city of Galilee named Nazareth, 
27 to a virgin betrothed to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David.

28 And he came to her and said, “Greetings, O favored one, the 
Lord is with you!” 29 But she was greatly troubled at the saying, and tried to discern what 
sort of greeting this might be.
