D Group Lesson Plan
Series: Following God in a Culture that Doesn’t
Lesson #10 – Finale and Farewell (Daniel 10–12)
Focus: Living faithfully by relying on God’s sovereignty, providence, and faithfulness

HOOK – Capture Interest (10 mins)
Purpose: Draw people in emotionally and personally before looking at Scripture.
Ask:
· “Have you ever prayed for something for a long time and felt like nothing was happening?”
· “What kept you going—or made you want to give up?”
Transition:
Just like Daniel, we live in a world where the future can feel uncertain. The final chapters of Daniel remind us that even when the world feels out of control, God is always in control.

LOOK – Explore the Word (15-20 mins)
Purpose: Understand what God revealed through Daniel 10–12 and what it teaches about who He is.
Read aloud selected verses:
· Daniel 10:10–14 (God responds to prayer despite spiritual opposition)
· Daniel 11:32–35 (The faithful will stand firm)
· Daniel 12:1–3, 13 (The final victory and hope of resurrection)
Discussion Questions:
1. God’s Sovereignty – He Rules Over All
· What stands out to you about God’s control over world events in Daniel 11?
· How does knowing that God already knows the rise and fall of kingdoms affect your view of current events today?
· What does Daniel’s vision show us about where our ultimate security should rest?
2. God’s Providence – He Works Through Every Detail
· In Daniel 10, why do you think God allowed Daniel to wait three weeks for an answer?
· What do the “spiritual battles” behind the scenes reveal about how God works through unseen means?
· How can trusting in God’s providence change the way we pray and wait today?
3. God’s Faithfulness – He Keeps His Promises
· Daniel 12 speaks about deliverance and resurrection. How does this reveal God’s faithfulness to His people?
· What difference does it make that God wins in the end?
· How can we live with confidence and peace knowing the final outcome is already secure?
Optional Verse Connection:
· Romans 8:28 – “And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him…”
· Philippians 3:20–21 – “Our citizenship is in heaven…”

TALK – Apply and Respond (20–25 min)
Purpose: Move from knowledge to transformation—living out faith in a challenging culture.
Group Discussion/Application:
1. Relying on God’s Sovereignty
· What area of your life feels out of control right now?
· How can you surrender that to God’s rule this week?
2. Resting in His Providence
· What are you praying for that hasn’t yet been answered?
· How can Daniel’s persistence inspire your prayer life?
3. Trusting His Faithfulness
· How does knowing that God’s plan ends in victory encourage you to live differently in today’s world?
· What can you do this week to “stand firm” like Daniel, even when it’s unpopular or difficult?
Challenge/Takeaway:
Encourage each member to write one sentence starting with:
“Because God is sovereign, providential, and faithful, I will…”
Examples:
· “…keep praying for my loved ones even when I see no change.”
· “…trust God’s timing instead of trying to control outcomes.”
· “…live with peace instead of fear about the future.”

Closing Prayer Prompt (5 min)
Invite group members to pray short prayers of surrender—trusting God’s sovereignty, thanking Him for His providence, and rejoicing in His faithfulness.
Suggested closing verse:
“But go your way till the end. You shall rest and shall stand in your allotted place at the end of the days.” – Daniel 12:13
