D GROUP LESSON GUIDE
Series: Incarnation (#4)
Title: Someone to Provide for Me
Text: Isaiah 9:6–7
Date: December 21, 2025

BIG IDEA
Jesus is the Everlasting Father who provides what every heart longs for — care, protection, and security — in a broken and unstable world.

HOOK — Start with the Heart
Discuss:
1. When you hear the word father, what emotions or memories come to mind — positive, negative, or mixed?
2. Why do you think the image of a father is so powerful when Scripture describes God?
3. Where do people today most often look for security and provision instead of God?
Transition: Isaiah speaks into a broken, unstable world and gives us a picture of the Messiah — not just as a ruler, but as an Everlasting Father.

LOOK — Dig into the Word
Read Isaiah 9:6–7
· What titles are given to the Messiah in this passage?
· Why would the title Everlasting Father have been especially meaningful to Israel during Isaiah’s time?
· How would this promise bring hope to a nation that had experienced unstable and unfaithful kings?
Understanding the Title: Everlasting Father
Discuss:
· Why does the title “Everlasting Father” sometimes feel confusing when applied to Jesus?
· What does this title tell us about Jesus’ relationship to time, stability, and care?
· How does Jesus reveal what the Father is truly like? (see John 8:58)

WHAT KIND OF EVERLASTING FATHER IS JESUS?
1. Jesus Is an Everlasting Father Who Provides Care
Read Psalm 103:13; 1 Peter 5:7
· What do these verses reveal about God’s heart toward His children?
· Why do people often question whether God really cares about their everyday struggles?
Discuss:
· What kinds of worries or pressures are hardest for you to believe God truly cares about?
· How does the story of Jesus calming the storm (Mark 4:36–38) speak to our fears today?
Truth: There is nothing in your life — big or small — that your Everlasting Father does not care about.

2. Jesus Is an Everlasting Father Who Provides Protection
Discuss:
· How do the stories of Jairus’ daughter, the demon-possessed boy, and Jesus’ protection as a child show the Father’s heart?
· Why is spiritual protection just as important as physical protection?
Read Matthew 2:19–20
· What does God’s protection of Jesus reveal about His sovereignty and care?
· How does Jesus protect us today from temptation, sin, and the enemy?
Illustration Reflection:
Like the father whose hand was scarred to save his son, Jesus bears scars that testify to His love and protection for us.

3. Jesus Is an Everlasting Father Who Provides Security
Read John 16:33; James 1:17; 2 Timothy 2:13
Discuss:
· How is God’s consistency different from human consistency — even from good earthly fathers?
· Why does inconsistency in leadership or parenting often lead to insecurity?
· How does God’s unchanging nature bring peace in a constantly changing world?
Reflect:
· Where do you tend to look for security when life feels unstable?
· How can trusting God’s faithfulness reshape the way you face uncertainty?

TOOK — Live It Out
Personal Reflection:
1. Which aspect of Jesus as Everlasting Father do you need most right now — care, protection, or security?
2. What false beliefs about God as Father might you need to surrender?
3. How can your D Group help you grow in trusting God more fully as your Father?
Action Step:
· This week, intentionally bring one worry, fear, or area of insecurity to God each day and remind yourself: “My Everlasting Father cares for me.”

PRAYER FOCUS
· Thank Jesus for revealing the heart of the Father to us.
· Pray for healing where earthly father wounds exist.
· Ask God to help you trust Him more deeply for care, protection, and security.
· Pray for those who do not yet have a relationship with the Everlasting Father.

CLOSING TRUTH
Jesus is not only eternal — He is personal.
The Everlasting Father is approachable, loving, and faithful.
But like any father-child relationship, it requires response.
We are created by Him — but we become children of God through relationship.
Choose the Everlasting Father today.
