Daily Devotional Week 5
"I Am the True Vine" 

Day 1: Abiding in the Vine
Scripture Reading: John 15:1-8; Colossians 2:6-7

Jesus describes Himself as the True Vine, emphasizing the necessity of abiding in Him to bear fruit. This teaches us the importance of remaining connected to Christ for spiritual growth and vitality.

· What practices help you abide in Christ daily?
· How does abiding in Him change your perspective on challenges?

Prayer: Lord, teach me to abide in You, that I may draw strength and nourishment from Your presence.

Day 2: Bearing Fruit
Scripture Reading: John 15:5-17; Galatians 5:22-23

Abiding in Christ leads to bearing fruit, with the Father as the gardener who prunes us for greater fruitfulness. This encourages us to welcome God's refining work in our lives, trusting Him to produce lasting fruit.

· What fruit is God producing in your life right now?
· How can you be more open to the pruning process for greater fruitfulness?

Prayer: Heavenly Father, prune me as You see fit, so that I may bear fruit that glorifies You.

Day 3: Love and Obedience
Scripture Reading: John 15:9-17; 1 John 4:7-12

Jesus links love and obedience, inviting us to remain in His love and experience complete joy. This challenges us to express our love for Christ through obedience, finding joy in following His commands.

· How does your love for Jesus manifest in obedience to His commands?
· In what ways can you experience more of His joy in your life?

Prayer: Jesus, help me to remain in Your love and to find joy in obeying Your commands.

Day 4: Friendship with Jesus
Scripture Reading: John 15:12-17; James 2:23

Jesus calls His followers friends, highlighting the depth of relationship He offers and commanding us to love one another. This profound friendship with Christ shapes our identity and inspires us to love others as He loves us.

· How does being a friend of Jesus influence your identity and purpose?
· How can you show Christ-like love to those around you?

Prayer: Lord, thank You for calling me Your friend; help me to love others as You have loved me.

Day 5: Chosen and Appointed
Scripture Reading: John 15:16-27; Ephesians 2:8-10

Jesus reminds us that we are chosen and appointed to bear lasting fruit, emphasizing our purpose in His kingdom. This calls us to embrace our God-given mission, relying on His strength to fulfill it.

· What specific ways do you feel called to bear fruit for God's kingdom?
· How can you rely on Jesus to fulfill the purpose He has for you?

Prayer: Jesus, thank You for choosing me; empower me to fulfill the purpose You have set before me.
