Morning Time

As your kid starts their day, celebrate 
something good that has happened in their 
life or in your family recently (no matter 
how big or small).

Meal Time

At a meal this week, have everyone at the 
table answer this question: “What’s the best 
news you’ve ever heard?”

Drive Time

While on the go, ask your kid: “What is 
something good that has happened to 
someone you know?” (Or even news they’ve 
heard that’s good?)

Bed Time

Pray for each other: “Jesus, thank You 
for being good news for us not just at 
Christmas, but every day.”
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
