Read John 17:20-26

Is there anything that makes
it hard to believe that at a soul level?

What is one practical step this group could take to reflect the unity and
love Jesus prayed for?

Have a time of sharing. (i.e. Share highs/lows in this season, needs in your
home/community, etc.)
