Read John 8:12-38 
 
Did anything stand out either from Clayton’s message or reading through John 
together? 
 
What was Jesus referring to in the Old Testament when He said that He was the 
light? And why did Jesus find it important to refer to it? (Leader note: Jesus was 
referring to being the light that guided the Israelites through the wilderness after 
the Exodus) 
 
Jesus says that we will die in our sins unless we believe in Jesus. In what ways do we 
undersell the weight of our sin?  
 
Why is it important that we understand the weight of our sin? 
 
Pick people in your group to read 1 John 1:9, Isaiah 62:5, and Psalm 126:5-6. What 
stands out to you about the character of our God in these verses? How is that 
good news in response to the weight of our sin? 
 
What does it look like to abide in God’s Word? Would you say you have “abided” 
in God’s Word as of late? Why or why not? 
 
If the Son sets you free, you are free indeed. How have you seen Jesus set you 
free from areas of sin?
