Read John 11:1-27 
 
Did anything stand out either from Justin’s message or reading through John 
together? 
 
What does this passage show us about Jesus’s character? 
 
When you find yourself in turmoil, do you tend to run towards God and His 
people? Or away? Why do you think? 
 
Notice verse 5–6: John emphasizes that Jesus loved them, then immediately says He 
delayed. Why do you think John ties those two together? 
 
Have you ever mistaken Jesus’s delay for His absence? What happened? 
 
In verse 27 Martha makes the confession: “I believe that you are the Christ, the Son of 
God, who is to come into the world.” Why is this confession significant in the 
middle of her grief? 
 
Jesus will be shown glorious, even in the midst of our turmoil. How have you 
experienced this to be true in your own personal times of turmoil? 
 
A lot of our response in the midst of turmoil is determined by our relationship with 
God before the turmoil hits. What is one way you can deeper connect with and 
enjoy Jesus this week? 
 
Allocate time to share what everyone wrote on their respective cards from the 
weekend service.
