What is Revitalization? 

It is hard to believe this month marks my one year anniversary as your Associational Mission Strategist. I am 
so grateful to our Leadership Team and our church members of the Catawba Valley Baptist Association. 
Thank you for your continued support and collaboration.  God is truly blessing our association in many 
ways. One area of focus that has gained traction is Revitalization. What is Revitalization and what are our 
plans as an association in helping our churches in Revitalization? These questions have been asked several 
times over the past year. Many have defined Revitalization, but the one I quote the most is by Sam Rainer 
from Church Answers. He said, “Revitalization is a process by which a church becomes healthier overtime.”  
 
The Revitalization Pathway that our association is adopting begins with prayer and 4 key areas of discovery.   
 

     E4 REVITALIZATION PATHWAY 
 

 Explore - Know Yourself, Know Your Church, Know Your Community 
 Evaluate - Discovery Retreat/Revitalization Checklist  
 Equip - Developing Strategies based on Assessments 
 Engage - Implementation of Strategies and Evaluation 
 
Journeying through this process will take a church about 3-6 months and will take 1-5 years to implement. 
Why does it take so long? The reality is every church is in need of Revitalization but not every church is the 
same. Much like someone who goes to a doctor for a checkup. The doctor may use the same method of 
determining one’s heath but the prescription to help one improve will be varied depending on the doctors’ 
findings. This is much like the process in working with different churches. Our process is not a guarantee of 
Revitalization but a method of discovery of your church’s health.  I am presently working with 12 churches 
and hope to add 4 more within the next few months. If your church would like to talk about your              
Revitalization journey, please do not hesitate to reach out as we seek greater health for God’s glory and 
the advancement of His Kingdom.
