•	 Being a faithful messenger really matters.

•	 Proverbs 25:13 says that a faithful messenger is like cold snow in the heat of harvest—refreshing and 
life-giving.

•	 This reminds us of the greatest Messenger of all: Jesus. He came from the Father with the good news 
of salvation, and He perfectly delivered it through His life, death, and resurrection.

•	 When we trust Jesus, He refreshes our souls forever, and He helps us become faithful messengers of 
His love.
