Do You Know Why?
I'm not a big music aficionado. I can recognize a note or two on a sheet of
music and that’s about it. My tastes are eclectic and usually I am content to
listen to whatever someone else plays. So, it should not surprise you that
I did not recognize the 23-year-old musician Billie Eilish’s name. It wasn’t even
related to music. Rather, I read about an awards banquet she attended. And 1
was so astounded by what she said that Iread a little bit about her. One thing
surprising to me is that this accomplished artist struggles with Tourette’s
Syndrome, an involuntary nerve disorder. She is open about her struggle and
says the only time she completely manages it is when she is focused on her
music and not herself, When focused on something else, who has time to be
worried about yourself?

While at the awards ceremony and receiving her recognition, she looked
out over the crowd. It was a well-heeled group. Captains of industry, black
tie, formal gowns and more than one billionaire sitting at the tables. In her
acceptance speech she casually observed what everyone already knew.
“There are a lot of rich people here, even billionaires,” she said. “I know you
are billionaires, but do you know WHY you are billionaires?”

And there you have it. We do not really describe ourselves until we answer
the “Why” question. If we do not really understand our purpose, then who we
are is a mystery, most sadly to ourselves. It doesn’t matter how much you have
if youdon’t know what it is for.

We are in the season of stewardship. We sometimes misunderstand that
this is about money. It’s not. It’s about us - who we are and what God intends
us to be.
