Among Wesley’s many vital outreach 
ministries, the Mechanics Ministry 
and Men in Mission are two that will 
ïnd an on-site home in our new 
Maintenance and Mission Building.  
 Almost every week of the year, 
Men in Mission build a wheelchair 
ramp for someone in our community. 
For years they have kept their tools 
and building supplies in an off-
campus workshop, where they  
pre-fab the ramps before installing 
them at client homes. When this 
building is completed, they will 
have a brand new place to build the 
ramps that enable people to easily 
get in and out of their homes.  
 Volunteer mechanics in the  
Mechanics Ministry usually take  
an assigned car to their homes to 
make repairs. The new building  
will offer them a space to evaluate 
and repair donated cars without 
taking them out on the road. The 
ministry has donated 467 cars 
since its inception.
