Epistle Reading Hebrews 13:1-17 
1Let brotherly love continue. 2Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for thereby some 

have entertained angels unawares. 3Remember those who are in prison, as though in prison with 
them, and those who are mistreated, since you also are in the body. 4Let marriage be held in 
honor among all, and let the marriage bed be undefiled, for God will judge the sexually immoral 
and adulterous. 5Keep your life free from love of money, and be content with what you have, for 
he has said, “I will never leave you nor forsake you.” 6So we can confidently say, “The Lord is my 
helper; I will not fear; what can man do to me?” 

7Remember your leaders, those who spoke to you the word of God. Consider the outcome of 
their way of life, and imitate their faith. 8Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever. 
9Do not be led away by diverse and strange teachings, for it is good for the heart to be 
strengthened by grace, not by foods, which have not benefited those devoted to them. 10We have 
an altar from which those who serve the tent have no right to eat. 11For the bodies of those 
animals whose blood is brought into the holy places by the high priest as a sacrifice for sin are 
burned outside the camp. 12So Jesus also suffered outside the gate in order to sanctify the people 
through his own blood. 13Therefore let us go to him outside the camp and bear the reproach he 
endured. 14For here we have no lasting city, but we seek the city that is to come. 15Through him 
then let us continually offer up a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of lips that 
acknowledge his name. 16Do not neglect to do good and to share what you have, for such 
sacrifices are pleasing to God. 

17Obey your leaders and submit to them, for they are keeping watch over your souls, as those 
who will have to give an account. Let them do this with joy and not with groaning, for that would 
be of no advantage to you.

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Luther’s Small Catechism: Holy Baptism – Third 
A  How can water do such great things? 
C  Certainly not just water, but the word of God in and with the water does these 

things, along with the faith which trusts this word of God in the water. For without 
God’s word the water is plain water and no Baptism. But with the word of God it is 
a Baptism, that is, a life-giving water, rich in grace, and a washing of the new birth 
in the Holy Spirit, as St. Paul says in Titus, chapter three: “He saved us through the 
washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit, whom He poured out on us 
generously through Jesus Christ our Savior, so that, having been justified by His 
grace, we might become heirs having the hope of eternal life. This is a trustworthy 
saying.” (Titus 3:5–8)

Holy Gospel Luke 14:1-14 
1One Sabbath, when [Jesus] went to dine at the house of a ruler of the Pharisees, they were

10But when you are invited, go and sit in the lowest 
place, so that when your host comes he may say to you, ‘Friend, move up higher.’ Then you will 
be honored in the presence of all who sit at table with you. 11For everyone who exalts himself will 
be humbled, and he who humbles himself will be exalted.” 

12He said also to the man who had invited him, “When you give a dinner or a banquet, do not 
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invite your friends or your brothers or your relatives or rich neighbors, lest they also invite you in 
return and you be repaid. 13But when you give a feast, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the 
blind, 14and you will be blessed, because they cannot repay you. You will be repaid at the 
resurrection of the just.”
