  COUNCIL TIME: HEARING GOD'S WORD 

Clubbers will participate in a time of worship that  includes an 
exciting time of songs, prayer, a Bible lesson, awards and    
announcements. 

  HANDBOOK TIME: SAYING GOD'S WORD 
All clubbers recite verses that they have learned. The verses 
are grouped together and are called  sections. Leaders sign 
off these sections after the clubbers successfully complete 
them. Our goal is to have the clubbers understand the    
meaning of the verses they are learning. 

  GAME TIME: APPLYING GOD'S WORD 

Clubbers learn good sportsmanship and have lots of fun by 
participating in exciting game activities. Please have your 
clubber wear athletic shoes and please no dresses or skirts 
for the young ladies. Everyone will have more fun if they are 
dressed appropriately.
