¢As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in him: "Rooted
and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding
therein with thanksgiving. -Colossians 2:6-7

Are you taking advantage of the opportunity to be taught so that you might be
“rooted and built up in him [meaning Jesus]”? How long has it been since you
participated in Bible Fellowship (Sunday School) class or another small group
Bible Study?
