• Ensure all preparation for production for Sunday gatherings and other events at the 

Kent Island campus, including equipment repair as required 
• Rehearse bands, vocals and production for Sunday Gathering worship service(s) 
• Collaborate with Worship Department on onboarding, scheduling, set lists, and 

systems 
• Participate in department development opportunities (e.g., songwriting, creative 

projects, as applicable) 
• Shepherd the worship and production teams as needed

• Support the campus ministry as needed 
• Perform other responsibilities as directed by the Kent Island Campus Pastor
