OUR MINISTRY



Fellowship — “to fellowship,” “to the breaking of bread,” and “all
the believers were together” (vv. 42, 44, 46). We gather in
genuine community, sharing life and meals together, and
supporting one another with glad and sincere hearts.

OUR CORE VALUES
From this passage, we see the core values that shape our Community
Group Ministry:
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Bible Study — “continually devoting themselves to the apostles’
teaching” and “continuing with one mind in the temple” (vv. 42,
46). We center our time on God’s Word, learning how to live
out biblical truth in everyday life.

Prayer — “to prayer” (v. 42). We depend on God together
through consistent prayer, seeking His presence, guidance, and
power.

In our Community Groups, we move beyond simply attending church
to engage in real-life communit, where people are known, supported,
and challenged to apply biblical truth in everyday life. These smaller
gatherings foster spiritual maturity by encouraging one another,
praying together, and walking through life’s joys and struggles side by
side.

Discipleship — “the Lord was adding to their number day by day
those who were being saved” (v. 47). We pursue spiritual growth
and multiplication as followers of Christ, helping one another
mature and make disciples.
