season.

Jesus tells
us that “where two or more are gathered in my name, I am there among them.” So as you

His names would be
Wonderful Counselor,
Mighty God, Everlasting
Father, and Prince of Peace.
His kingdom would never
end, and He would bring
peace, love, and fairness to
everyone.”



Isaiah 7:14
Isaiah shared another

message from God: “one day,
a young woman would have a

baby boy, and His name
would be Immanuel, which

means “God with us.”
That name reminds us that

God isn’t far away or
distant. He is close, right

beside us. This promise
shows that God dreams of a

world where no one ever
feels alone.

Joseph felt confused and worried when
he found out Mary was going to have a
baby. But God didn’t let him stay scared.
God sent an angel in a dream to say,
“Don’t be afraid.” That dream helped
Joseph feel calm and know what to do
next. God can bring us peace and help us
understand things when we’re unsure.

Matthew 1:18–21
Mary was going to have a
baby by the power of the
Holy Spirit, and Joseph
wasn’t sure what to do.

But an angel came to him
in a dream and said,

will have a son, and you

will name Him Jesus
because He will save His

people.”

When Joseph woke up, he could have
ignored the dream, but he didn’t. He
obeyed God immediately. Obedience is
often the hardest part of following
God’s dreams, obedience is listening to
god. Joseph teaches us what faith looks
like in action.
