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WHAT WE BELIEVE
ABOUT GOD:

ABOUT JESUS CHRIST:

Jesus Christ is the Son of God. He is co-equal with the Father. Jesus was born of a
virgin, lived a sinless human life, suffered and was crucified under Pontius Pilate, and
offered himself as a perfect sacrifice for the sins of all people by dying on the cross. He
arose from the dead after three days to demonstrate His power over sin and death. He
ascended to Heaven's glory and one day will return to judge both the living and the
dead.

ABOUT THE BIBLE:

The Bible is God's Word to us. We believe God inspired the autographs (original
writings) of the Scripture and those autographs were without error. It is the supreme
source of truth for a Christian's beliefs and living.
