Elementary
Tagline: Boldly Go Where Jesus Leads

Synopsis: The astronauts, who will one day travel to Mars, will leave
everything they know behind to boldly go where no one has gone
before. Kids will learn about trusting God from the story of Abraham
who trusted God completely, even when God asked him to do some
really hard things.

Objective: Kids will learn they can trust God and follow him in faith.
