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THE PROBLEM:

Though Utah is one of the most religious states in the Union, it is infected with a false Gospel.
e Mormonism is deeply rooted in the culture of Utah. No matter where you go in the state, the haze
of this false doctrine is ever present.
e The fagade of perfectionism and works-based righteousness grip approximately 75% of the
Syracuse, UT residents who trust in the Mormon religion.
o With less than 2% of its population identifying as Bible-believing Christians, Syracuse is one of the

most unreached areas in the United States with the gospel.

THE SOLUTION:

The best way to combat this false gospel is by planting biblical, healthy, and sustainable churches, to

establish a beacon of light in a vastly dark community. Through the local church, believers are equipped

for Gospel ministry where they work, play, and live.
THE OPPORTUNITY:

The Lord has moved our family's heart to relocate to Syracuse, Utah and partner with Redemption
Church to plant this beacon of light and expand the Gospel witness in this spiritually dark place. To do
this, we need prayer and financial partners.
