1. The term “homosexual” didn’t exist until 1892. 
2. Sexual orientation is a new concept—one that the Christian tradition hasn’t addressed.

4. The prohibitions in Leviticus don’t apply to Christians. 
5. Paul condemns same-sex lust, not love.

Sexuality:
What determines our sexuality?
Types of sexuality:
Asexual: experiences no sexual attraction
Allosexual: experiences sexual attraction
Autosexual: attracted to self
Bisexual: attracted to more than one gender
Cupiosexual: asexual people who don’t experience sexual attraction but still have the desire to engage in sexual behavior or a sexual relationship.
Fluid: This terms refers to the fact that sexuality, sexual attraction, and sexual behavior can change over time and be dependent on the situation.
Gay: A term that describes individuals who experience sexual, romantic, or emotional attraction to people of the same or a similar gender. [The fields of medicine and psychology previously referred to this sexual orientation as homosexual. Homosexual is now viewed as an outdated and offensive term and should not be used to refer to LGBTQIA+ individuals.]
Heterosexual: attracted to opposite gender.
Pansexual: individuals who can experience attraction to any person, regardless of gender, sex, sexuality.
