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Getting Ready for Difficulty

“But understand this, that in the last days there
will come times of difficulty.” (2 Timothy 3:1)

While the Apostle Paul is building up Timothy to
“entrust to faithful men, who will be able to teach
others” (2 Tim 2:2), he also makes sure Timothy
knows that difficulty is coming. In chapter three,
Paul specifically refers to the difficulty of dealing
with people who are “lovers of self” rather than
“lovers of God”. About these difficult people, Paul
says in verse five to “avoid such people.” This is
quite a strong command to be given. But, if we don’t
take this command seriously, the consequences can
be even more serious. [ want to offer three cautions
to be mindful of as we reflect on 2 Timothy 3:1-9.

First, we have to be careful before we refer to
people as “lovers of self, lovers of money, proud,
arrogant, abusive, disobedient,” etc. Because these
characteristics are not to be understood loosely. Paul
specifies in v 7 that these people who demonstrate
these bad characteristics, they seem unwilling to

be corrected or taught in the right path. However,
those who’re selfish, yet willing to listen and to be
taught, need to be cared for, not only disciplined.
Maybe they don’t have a mentor who can teach them
how to behave. Before judgment, God gives us
Grace first. So we must exercise care before
discipline.

Secondly, we should try our best to be proactive
rather than reactive. We shouldn’t wait until
problems arise due to selfishness, the love of money,
or inability to be taught. Maybe the first thing we
can do is not to hide our own evil characteristics and
repent of our own sins and seek counseling and
mentorship from older Christians. Then, our
fellowship and small groups shouldn’t just be about
Bible Studies and hangouts. We need to be ready to
be honest in confessing our sins and correcting a
brother or sister’s inappropriate behaviors or sins.
Of course, with gentleness and care.

Lastly, Jesus has given us practical advice on
how to deal with someone who sinned. It’s very
helpful because he made sure that in every step,
there’s a way for reconciliation to happen. In
Matthew 18:15-17, Jesus says “If your brother sins
against you, go and tell him his fault, between you
and him alone. If he listens to you, you have gained
your brother. But if he does not listen, take one or
two others along with you, that every charge may be
established by the evidence of two or three
witnesses. If he refuses to listen to them, tell it to the
church. And if he refuses to listen even to the
church, let him be to you as a Gentile and a tax
collector. "(ESV)
