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Watch and Pray (Part 4)

Now Jesus was praying in a certain place, and
when he finished, one of his disciples said to him,
“Lord, teach us to pray, as John taught his disciples.”
2 And he said to them, “When you pray, say: “Father,
hallowed be your name... (Luke 11:1-2a)

Undoubtedly, prayer can restore the relationship
between God and man; at the same time, the
relationship between man and man is renewed by
God because of the restoration between God and
man. Because of this, Christians become the body of
Christ through their unity with one another; therefore,
corporate prayer-brothers and sisters praying in one
accord-becomes the key to the unity of a church.

Jesus used the plural pronoun "you" when He
taught His disciples about prayer in Luke 11:2. Not
only was He answering His disciples' questions about
prayer, but He was also reminding the saints of every
generation to be united and to pray in one accord.
God has given His children a personal and intimate
relationship with Him. This intimate relationship
renews the relationship of all who gather in the name
of the Lord Jesus Christ.

On the one hand, every child of God in the
kingdom of heaven must meet Him individually, for
they are like the apple of His eye; on the other hand,
when they gather together, they learn not only to say:
“My dear Father,” but also “Our Father in heaven”.
Through this practice and learning, they are one with
each other in Christ, belong to one Body, and drink of
one Spirit.

So, in many of the watch and prayer meetings
in the name of Jesus, you will see this instruction.
Prayers should be brief and concise and can be
repeated many times in succession. It is not simply a
dialogue between man and God, but an outpouring of
the Holy Spirit among the saints. Each saint is led by
the Holy Spirit into communion with the Father and
with all the saints. When the saints say "Amen"
together, it is not only other saints agreeing with the
prayers of those who are praying, but also the
common desire of all God's children before Him.
Thus, individual prayer and supplication to God
becomes the united prayer of all the saints. That is
why Paul forbids “praising God with your spirit.”
This is because no one will say “Amen” when you
give thanks, which means that the meaning of
corporate prayer is lost.
