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More Commandments in Heaven

“Only be very careful to observe the
commandment and the law that Moses the
servant of the LORD commanded you, to love
the LORD your God, and to walk in all his ways
and to keep his commandments and to cling to
him and to serve him with all your heart and
with all your soul.” (Joshua 22:5)

The Israelites were all done with the
distribution of the land. They were ready to
pack up after the worship service, leave, and go
back to their own tribes. They probably had
many thoughts about what they were going to
do. They could do anything they wanted. But
then after giving his blessings, Joshua warned
them to “be very careful to observe God’s
commandments and the law.” This means that
they are not out of the law yet. They still have
to live carefully.

Many Christians view the Bible as illustrated
by the acronym B.1.B.L.E., which means Basic
Instruction Before Leaving Earth. While the
Bible contains instructions how to live a life
pleasing to God before Jesus comes again, this
is a wrong understanding on multiple levels.
First, we are not leaving the earth but the Bible
teaches us that heaven will come down (cf. Rev
21). Second, the Bible is not just instructions on
how to live before Jesus returns. | want to
argue that it also gives us wisdom on how to
live even after Jesus’s second coming.

When we graduate from school, do we expect
that we won’t have to do math, language, and
art anymore? We may not have to do the
homework assigned by the teachers, but we
have to apply it to our lives. If we learn how to
enjoy the instructions we had during school, we
will enjoy using the wisdom we learned in our
daily lives after we graduate. It is the same
thing with God’s commandments. They are not
just instructions before Jesus returns. It is also
instructions even after Jesus comes down to us
and lives among us. So let us learn how to enjoy
doing God’s commandments because we will
need them later too.
