“And another angel came and stood at the altar
with a golden censer, and he was given much incense
to offer with the prayers of all the saints on the
golden altar before the throne, and the smoke of the
incense, with the prayers of the saints, rose before
God from the hand of the angel. Then the angel took
the censer and filled it with fire from the altar and
threw it on the earth, and there were peals of thunder,
rumblings, flashes of lightning, and an earthquake.”
(Rev. 8:3-5)

Christians will end their prayers by saying "In
the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, Amen" when
they learn to pray. When people pray, the most
important thing is to pray in the name of Jesus
Christ. For there is no power that springs up unless
they have faith in Christ. Confession and
repentance in Christ is not a verbal effort, but a real
spiritual covering of the Blood to be set free from
bondage. This heavenly power enables anyone who
calls on the name of Jesus Christ to cry out before
God. Believers must realize that the greatest ability
they have is the ability to pray.

When the Lamb opened the fifth seal, we saw
the prayer of the Lord's witnesses persecuted for
Him. When the Lamb opened the seventh seal,
there was silence in heaven. This silence is to
announce that something tremendous is about to
happen! The elderly apostle John saw the angels
with the seven trumpets and an angel called
"another angel" with a golden censer standing at
the altar. John said, “The smoke of the incense,
with the prayers of the saints, rose before God from
the hand of the angel” (Rev. 8:4). When the censer
was thrown to the earth, there were peals of
thunder, rumblings, flashes of lightning, and an
earthquake, which is the power of the prayers of the
saints. Not only do they confess their sins, praise
our God, and call for the coming of righteousness,
but they also renew the lives of the saints through
prayer, proclaiming the victory of Christ, which is
the "thunder, rumble, lightning, and earthquake.

Today, Christians only emphasize power and
methods but ignore “the ministry of the knees.” The
secret of power for Christians is simply to pray, for
nothing is impossible for Him. At the end of the
19th century, a missionary named Jonathan Goforth
wanted to go to Henan, China, to preach the gospel.
Hudson Taylor encouraged him with these five
words-Go Forward on Your Knees. Christians
should not expect to get things done with their feet
and running legs. Rather, the true power of the
believer is prayer before God in the name of Christ.
