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Some Caution About Freedom

“For everything created by God is good, and nothing
is to be rejected if it is received with thanksgiving”
1 Timothy 4:4

This week’s Bible passage comes from 1 Timothy
4:1-5. The Apostle Paul speaks against false teachers
who put restraints among Christians, teaching them
that if you are a good Christian, you should not get
married and abstain yourself from certain foods,
drinks, and consumables. Paul argues that all things
are created good by God for a good purpose of
glorifying God. When we put labels on certain foods
and measure our holiness by how much we abstain
ourselves from these things, we are only focusing on
how holy we are instead of our relationship with
God. This evil teaching, according to Paul, is coming
from “deceitful spirits and teachings of demons” (1
Tim 4:1). We should not label certain things as holy
or unholy, as false teachers do. | believe that the team
of Ministers and Elders who will be preaching will
reinforce this message. Thus, as Christians, we have
freedom to enjoy God’s good creation. However,
hereby, I also want to make sure that this message is
not abused by Christians.

As Christians redeemed by the blood of Jesus
Christ, we have the freedom to enjoy God’s good
creation, whether it be alcoholic beverages, certain
foods, or even marriage. While it is very important to
recognize the freedom we have in Christ, it is also
important to honor the boundaries set by God’s Word.
In 1 Corinthians 10:23-24, Paul says ““All things are
lawful,” but not all things are helpful. ‘All things are
lawful,” but not all things build up. Let no one seek
his own good, but the good of his neighbor.” In other
words, just because we have freedom, it doesn’t mean
that we can do whatever we want.

We have freedom to enjoy a lot of things, but we
still need to submit the command to love and build up
one another in the household of God. If your
enjoyment of alcohol gets you in trouble with the
public such as getting drunk or underage drinking,
you are not building up others but destroying even
yourself. There is so much to talk about the
implication of this boundary in Christian freedom.
However, the most important principle to establish as
the ethics of the household of God is that our
Christian freedom cannot serve to fulfill our own
indulgence, but instead, it should serve to flourish
and build up the body of Christ, the household of
God.
