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Beyond Self: Opening the Heart of
Compassion

"Let each of you look not only to his own
interests, but also to the interests of others. (Phil.
2:4 ESV)"

After the fall, one of the sins that displeases
God is selfishness. Even those who consider
themselves kind-hearted and often help others
will, if they think carefully about what they do at
work and at home, see the traces of their
selfishness! For instance, when a husband returns
home after a long day at work, after having
enjoyed a lavish dinner prepared by his wife, he
might think he has worked hard enough and
doesn't want to do the dishes. This is a display of
selfishness. When at a store, if asked by the
cashier whether you'd like to roundup your
purchase and you hesitate before declining, that's
another form of selfishness. The Bible also points
out that selfishness among Christians also
manifests itself in faithless behavior. “If one of
you says to them, ‘Go in peace, be warmed and
filled,” without giving them the things needed for
the body, what good is that?" (James 2:16).

God is calling His people out of the world and
setting them apart, not as individual Christians
following the Lord, but as a community practicing
godliness, especially love! Please don't be like the
lawyer who asked the Lord in the Bible, “"Who is
my neighbor?" Look around you; God has placed
those who need help and love beside us. What we
need to do is to keep this channel open so that
God's love can flow through us.

The Bible teaches us, "Each of you should look
not only to your own interests but also to the
interests of others." Christians let's not block our
compassionate hearts but keep them open. Let's
not hinder God's will but obey Him, for blessings
come from obedience. Let's not focus on what we
gain or lose but on how the Lord uses our
unworthy vessels to bring Him glory. Let's see
those around us draw closer to Christ through the
love we manifest.

Brothers and sisters, there are orphans,
widows, those struggling with depression,
spiritual cripples, those facing life difficulties, and
those in need of compassion right around us.
These are the opportunities that God has placed
before us to practice godliness and love. May the
Holy Spirit inspire you to be willing to participate
in equipping for the Stephen Ministry in the
church, and may God use you mightily!
