“Do not be unequally yoked with unbelievers.
For what partnership has righteousness with
lawlessness? Or what fellowship has light with
darkness?” (2 Corinthians 6:14)

The above is a familiar passage to Christians.
Too often it is misinterpreted as a principle of
Christian marriage. But in reality, this passage is
about the principles of Christian ministries. It is
true that from an application point of view,
believers and unbelievers cannot share the same
yoke and it also can be applied to marriage or
social work. But that is not the original meaning
of this verse.

When we talk about the two models of
evangelism (Keller and MacArthur), Christians
must realize that the origin of pagan philosophies
is idolatry. Even the currently popular theory of
evolution is essentially a form of blind idolatry, a
tool of Satan's deception. There is no doubt that
there is some truth or partial revelation in pagan
philosophies. However, because of their lack of
knowledge of the true God, pagan philosophies
inevitably produce a distorted response to God's
universal revelation.

Satan, the father of lies, uses “the partial truth
or revelation” to confuse and lead people away
from Christ. In Genesis, by using “the partial
truth” of God, Satan tricked and lured Adam and
Eve. Similarly, when Jesus was in the wilderness,
Satan used the words of the Bible to test Him. It is
worthwhile for Christians to consider that just
because Satan's words contain the so-called
"truth," we should not try to treat him with
tolerance or compatibility. Instead, to resist
Satan's temptations, Christians must rely on God's
special revelation to us, God's only begotten Son,
and the Word of Scripture.

In 2 Corinthians, Paul uses 5 contrasts. These
contrasts are "believers and unbelievers,"”
"righteousness and lawlessness," "light and
darkness," "Christ and Belial," and "the temple of
God and idols. These remind believers that we are
God's people and not of this world.

It has been said that the church is like a ship
sailing on the sea. The endless water is like the
world in which we live. We are sailing on water,
but the ship we are on does not belong to the sea.
At the same time, we have to constantly resist the
seawater pouring into the cabin of our ship. If we
allow the water to pour into our cabin, the ship
will soon be drowned in the sea.
